To this day, I still go 
back to Vancouver at the request of a Housing Developer to paint in their 
show homes. After leaving Vancouver, I settled back where I will always call 
home and that is Duchess, just north of Brooks.  
I was here during the initial stages of Sage Brush Arts Society getting set up 
and served as Secretary for a little over 2 years and then held the position of 
President for 2 more years and then stepped down to let someone else take 
the helm.

In this studio, I will be  
encouraging all styles of art as I bring in different artists to demo their  
passion, whether it is 2-D or 3-D. Art has no boundaries and I believe that we 
need to kindly embrace it. 

ACACA membership started a relationship with an Association that I firmly 
believe will grow into more corners of Alberta. In order to help make it grow, 
I believe that this club needs to accept more than two dimensional artists to 
the door and welcome in three dimension artists. We have accepted the art of 
Sculptors as Members this year and you are most welcome to enter all Zone 
shows and be a part of all activities of the ACACA. I am very passionate about 
all styles of art and feel that this acceptance of Sculptures is just the begin-
ning of future growth for the ACACA. Hence, if we have more styles of art, we 
will attract more memberships and more attendance to our shows.

For those of 
you who have not as yet submitted an artist’s statement, please consider doing so. If you 
need assistance and/or support please call any Board member to get help. 

After the shows all of these statements will be archived with our historian and create a  

wonderful record of our members and their art.  

NEW SIZES FOR 2015 PAINTINGS  

Dear members, we have adjusted the painting size requirements to accommodate those of you who 
wish to paint larger and to conform to our venue’s display area. The AB Wide  
Exhibit will be held at the Red Deer College in 2015, and their available display space is  
approx. 350 linear feet.  You have the choice to submit your paintings in accordance to  
either of two options: 

OPTION 1 - 3 paintings measuring 616 sq. inches including frame at $10.00 each for a total of $30.00 

OPTION 2 – 1 Painting measuring 616 inches including frame at $10.00 and 1 painting measuring 
1280 sq. inches including frame at $20.00 for a total of $30.00 
SCUPLTURE RESTRICTIONS: 
1. Weight constraints will be no more than 25 pounds in weight. 
2. Size constraints will be no larger than 20 inches by 20 inches.  
3. Sculptures will be made from stone, wood, bronze, jade, clay, bone, antlers, and/or precious metals. 
4. Sculptors will pay an annual membership fee of $30.00, beginning no later than February, 2015 and  
a fee of $10.00 for each piece they submit to the ACACA Shows, upon registration.  
5. Sculptors will also follow the rules and regulations which govern all shows put on by ACACA in the 
Province of Alberta.

    Harry was born in Prussia, Germany, the 5th 
child of 7. He immigrated to Brooks, Alberta Canada in 1961. His profession 
involved stone and masonry work of various types. After marrying Catherine 
MacCowan, he settled and raised two sons on the farm near Duchess, north of 
Brooks, where he still lives and works. 

As time went on, he felt that his purpose in life was not yet fulfilled. Then in 
1994, some spark urged him to take a piece of wood in hand and start carving. 
Soon after that, he switched to sculpting in clay and casting in bronze, using 
the lost-wax method. He is a totally self-taught artist (which means a lot of trial 
and error!). A brief 2-week course at Red Deer College helped with the basics 
of foundry work. Themes and memories from the past crystallized in his mind 
and drove him to an expression of his innermost thoughts. Many of his  
sculptures emerged in the form of art which is reminiscent of his “childhood 
memories” and also pieces inspired by local wildlife and local historical  
figures. His many sculptures include, James S. Ingram, First Mayor of Brooks 
and John Ware to name a few. 

Harry has been a member of Sage Brush Arts Society since its inception  
October, 2010 and has been involved in many of the shows in Brooks and out-
lying areas.

The Lillian Nunn scholarships are funded by the interest portion of monies bequeathed to 
the Faculty of Extension at the University of Alberta by the late Mrs. Lillian Nunn of 
Lacombe, an A.C.A.C.A. member who died in 1982.  

 
It was Lillian Nunn’s wish that her bequest be used to provide scholarships to A.C.A.C.A. 
members 50 years of age or older, and that the selection of scholarship winners be at the 
sole discretion of the Faculty of Extension. Scholarships will be awarded annually, in an 
amount not less than $300.00, to assist recipients with expenses to further their art or art 
education.  

Individuals maybe awarded a Lillian Nunn Scholarship by one of two methods:  

1) ‘The instructors of the Faculty of Extension Fine Arts Program will submit the names 
and portfolios of persons who have excelled in these courses and who meet the age 
and A.C.A.C.A. membership requirements. These portfolios will consist of five (5) piec-
es of work** completed within the last 1-2 years.  

 
2) A.C.A.C.A. members who meet the age requirement and have been a member for 2 con-
secutive years, but are not enrolled in a Faculty of Extension Fine Arts Program may apply 
for a scholarship by completing an application form and submitting a portfolio of five (5) 
pieces of work** completed within the last 1-2 years directly to the Lillian Nunn  
Scholarship Application to Liberal Studies, Faculty of Extension, University of Alberta, 2-
200 Enterprise Square, 10230 Jasper Avenue, Edmonton, AB, T5J 4P6.  

** In lieu of actual works, Five (5) photographs, slides or digitals of the work may be  
submitted as the portfolio.
