Pieces selected from the Zone Shows are then entered into the Alberta 
Wide Show to again receive a second chance at the
jurying process there.  
All Art pieces juried into the ABW Show will stay to hang in the selected 
Gallery for that purpose for one month.  All awarded winners will hang 
with the “Best of the Best” at the Alberta Spirit Show for approximately 
two months.

4.  ACACA members in good standing can apply for Individual 
Workshop Grants of $400.00 annually.
